 The Voice: “Tirelessly ____________ God—give Him no rest—until He reestablishes

 “Jerusalem” = Zion = people of God OT = church NT “called out ones” 
 “Watchmen” = people who make an extraordinary commitment to pray on behalf of 

the community of faith = intercessors of the first degree = anonymous and often 
unrecognized = who demonstrate before God a D-U-E uncommon but not 
unrewarded = for God names them as the spiritual sentinels of His people. 

 But we cannot defer to them our own divine calling to experience D-U-E.
